Tax Information 

I would normally never write an article like this, but as I got my taxes done this year I was given 

some important information that I believe is worthy of passing along.  As you have probably heard, many 

Americans are eligible for a tax rebate this year.  I have been asked to pass along the following: 

¥ In order to receive a rebate check this year, individuals MUST file a 2007 return.  (Even if you have 

not filed in recent years, in order to receive the rebate you must file for 2007) 

¥ Social Security recipients and recipients of certain veteransÕ benefits and certain Railroad 

Retirement benefits may count those benefits toward the qualifying income requirement of $3,000 

and thereby qualify for the tax rebate. 

¥ Those qualifying for the rebate will receive between $300-$600 ($600-$1,200 for joint filers). 

Please be aware that there are scams out there.  I was told that you will receive two letters from the IRS.  

Please be advised to never give your personal information to anyone.  Once you file the IRS will have all the 

information that they need to proceed.
