HedTHer's HappeNINGd

Easter is fast approaching. It seems like we just celebrated Christmas, the birth of
Jesus and now we are preparing for his death and resurrection. At present moment we
are in the season of Lent, taking a look inward at ourselves. We will continue our Lenten
Study, which is taking a closer look at some of the key figures of the Bible and how they
encountered God.

Holy Week begins with Palm Sunday on March 16. Palm Sunday is the
celebration of the triumphal entry of Jesus into Jerusalem in the days before his Passion.
We hear that people lined the streets and waved branches shouting “Hosanna! Blessed is
he who comes in the name of the Lord.” On this special Sunday, we too will wave our
branches high as we enter our sanctuary for worship.

On Thursday of that week, we will have a Maundy Thursday service
commemorating the washing of the disciples' feet by Jesus Christ, the institution of the
Holy Eucharist at the Last Supper, the agony of Christ in the Garden of Gethsemane and
the betrayal of Christ by Judas Iscariot.

Friday of Holy Week is called Good Friday. It commemorates the crucifixion and
death of Jesus at Calvary.

On Sunday, March 23 we will celebrate the most important day in the Christian
liturgucal year, Easter. We will begin Easter with a sunrise service. John 20:1 says,
“Early on the first day of the week, while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene came to the
tomb and saw that the stone had been removed from the tomb.” On this momentous day
we celebrate the fact that Jesus did not succumb to death. Rather he rose from death to
life, proving that he was not only human but more importantly divine.

Please bring fresh flowers to place on the Living Cross on Easter Sunday. The
Living Cross is symbolic for the life of Jesus. The cross is symbolic of death, but the
cross of Jesus was different. Yes, he died on the cross, but according to tradition he rose
three days later. We want to celebrate his life on this glorious Easter Sunday.

I want to leave you with a poem by Helen Steiner Rice called Eader Reflections

With OUR EYES we see the beauty of Easter as the earth awakens once more...
With OUR EARS we hear the birds sing sweetly to tell us spring again is here...
With OUR HANDS we pick the golden daffodils and the fragrant hyacinths...
But only with OUR HEARTS can we feel the MIRACLE of
GOD'S LOVE which redeems all humans...

And only with OUR SOUL can we make our "pilgrimage to God'
and inherit His Easter gift of ETERNAL LIFE.
