We will again face events that
excite us, some that challenge us, and some that
are frightening and risk-filled.

Yet, through it all, as people of faith we know the
truth of the old gospel chorus:

“I know not what the future holds,
But I know Who holds the future.”

My hope and prayer for all of us is that the past will
inform our willingness to trust God, the here and
now will be an occasion to reconfirm our desire to
serve God, and that the future, whatever it brings,
will be a confirmation of God’s trustworthiness.

May this scripture shape our faith now and for the
future:

“…forgetting what lies behind and straining
forward to what lies ahead, … press on
toward the goal for the prize of the heavenly
call of God in Christ Jesus.”
