THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS 
CAMPAIGN 

 

     The committee for a baptistry and a new organ 
has obtained quotes on baptisteries, organs, and 
enlargements on our chancel and choir loft.  We 
proposed a Capital Improvements Campaign to 
the Board and it was approved.  The congregation 
will vote in November on each specific item; we 
are raising money now to make purchases at that 
time. 
     The committee is looking at several baptistry 
models; all are priced at or under $3,000. 
     Our Baldwin organ has had many expensive 
repairs which will not re-gain itôs value; they will 
only keep it going until more repairs are needed.  
It is no longer dependable in performance.  It has 
done well over the years and we have a lot of 
gratitude to the Frank family who provided this or-
gan for us. 
     We have quotes for a new organ from three 
church organ companies.  They all deliver the very 
latest in technology.  Each firm gave bids on simi-
lar models with 3 keyboards. 
     Herb is familiar with all three brands plus one 
used organ and recommends a new organ priced 
at $17,000.  This includes installation, a strong 
warranty and can more than meet our present and 
future organ needs. 
     There is a poster by Shannon in the Fellowship 
Hall with pictures of a typical 3-manual organ and 
a baptistry.  Check it out!  
     We will also enlarge our chancel.  This will 
frame in the baptistry, and put the organ with the 
choir which will be on risers.  This includes hard-
wood flooring, which is more durable than carpet, 
is easier to clean, and will have a positive effect 
on acoustics. 
     We need to raise $30.000 for this capital im-
provements campaign.  Any excess funds will be 
used on future maintenance or improvements. 
     We have talked about these thingsð
particularly the baptistryðfor years.  It is time to 
get busy and meet long known needs!!  As Pastor 
Hull stated so well in his sermon Sunday, ñItôs time 
for this church to grow!éò  Letôs be busy with the 
Lordôs work!  As we are faithful in performing 
these tasks, we know that the God of our salvation 
will richly bless our efforts. 
     We already have donations and welcome your 
donation which should be other than your typical 
tithe and offering.  A check should have ñC.I.C.ò 
on the memo line; an envelope with cash should 
have the same written on it.  Reports will be given 
as money comes in to keep you informed.  There 
will also be fund raising events you will enjoy.
